Goodbye Contiki, Hello People's Tours: unique tours of local history and people 

Niche tours for niche audiences! On a hunch that we're not all the same, Melbourne Fringe Festival is staging unique tours of local history and people.
Four Melbourne experts were let loose to come up with a tour that passionately interested them, knowing they didn't have to appeal to everyone and their dog*. 
The result is four fascinating, intimate and unusual tours: starting gently with a "sitting" tour and then one different walking tour for each Sunday of the Fringe.
Tour #1 (sit) Irine Vela of Aria-awarding winning band The HaBiBis tours the hits, failures and challenges of her life as a working musician in Melbourne.  

Tour #2 (walk) Famed stencil artist Tom Sevil (Civilian) takes us off the beaten latte track of Lygon Street and into its back alleys to find remnant political graffiti and street art from the 70s to 2009. 

Tour #3 (walk) Making Modern Melbourne author Jenny Lee explores the long history of a short river, the Maribyrnong, in a tour that covers the indigenous settlement of the area, the old explosives factory, and the river's changing landscape to the current McMansion invasion. 

Tour #4 (walk) Activist and author Iain McIntyre takes us back in time to Brunswick in the Great Depression, when thousands of Melburnians thrown out of their homes. Tour the sites of some of Melbourne's fiercest anti-eviction battles (now the sites of some of Melbourne's fiercest real estate auctions).
